 Carry out scientific literature review on the topic. 
 Carry out surveys at study sites on ALDFG leakages into the marine 

environment.  
 Designing, testing and implementing questionnaire surveys. 
 Organizing and participating in discussion groups with stakeholders, fishers 

and divers.  
 Interviewing fishers, divers, and other stakeholders. 
 Travel to study sites in Mauritius and Rodrigues Island to undertake surveys.  
 Recording accurate data on survey sheets on site. 
 Compilation of data, data analyses, reporting of results and assistance in 

writing reports.
